Brooklyn Boulevard Reconstruction Project Phase 2 

The Brooklyn Boulevard Reconstruction Phase 2 Project continues work for the 2022 
construction season. The contractor, Park Construction, will complete the reconstruction of the 
west side of Brooklyn Blvd, including the center medians and realignment of Admiral Ln at 
Brooklyn Blvd. Last week, the contractor worked to fill the center medians of Brooklyn Blvd in 
with concrete and install concrete planter beds.
